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[bookmark: _GoBack]An educational visit to TERI (i.e. The energy and resource institute) was organised for the students of class XI on 8th May, 2023. This visit gave acquaintance to the students of various techniques used by the scientists to keep the environment eco-friendly. Students were informed that TERI uses EAT (Earth air tunnel) system in their suites instead of air conditioning to cool their rooms which contributes in reducing the environmental pollution by the gases emitted by air conditioners. The suites have wide windows with deciduous plants planted near them which helps in providing sunlight in the rooms by shedding their leaves in winters. Most of the things are powered by Photo Voltaic lights. Water is heated using solar water panels. Water is filtered for irrigation purposes using a special plant's root system called Phragmites. The stems are annually chopped to allow them to renew and regrow themselves. The students were also informed that Teri is launching project 'Ganga and Yamuna' which aims to filter the dirty river water and make it clean enough to drink. Tissue culture is another huge part of TERI's mission to save biodiversity. It is divided into initiation, multiplication and rooting. The students were shown some samples of tissue culture. Students were briefed about the biomass gasifier and microalgae; they were also shown the vermi compost pits and explained how the compost is made using only dead leaves that are collected from around the campus and red worms. Overall, the students learnt a lot and the trip came to an end with a lunch at TERI.
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
